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Abstract: The establishment of the doctrine of bona fide in civil procedure law can
effectively regulate civil procedure activities and promote the virtuous function of civil
procedure mechanism. However how to apply the doctrine of bona fide in the judicial practice
is very important due to the doctrine of bona fide is an abstract and general rule and has double
adjusting functions with the integration of moral regulations and legal regulations. The doctrine
of bona fide mainly applies to the parties and judges and other litigant participants have also
been restricted by this doctrine. Some legal clauses reflect the spirit of the bona fide doctrine
which could be applied directly; in the cases that the legal provisions have not clearly reflected
the bona fide doctrine the doctrine can be used directly as the judgment basis. If breaching the
bona fide doctrine the interested parties should bear the substantial and procedure
responsibility and the judges mainly bear the responsibility of illegal trial. The application
environment of bona fide doctrine relies on the responsibility system of the breach of bona fide
doctrine judicial interpretation system instruction system of cases strict selection condition

and procedure of judges and the strength of occupation and ethics of judges.
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
