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become the promoter and constructor of the people’ s livelihood. The state has become a key factor in under—
standing the development of the people’s livelihood and it is the concentrated embodiment and logical neces—
sity of the modernization of the governance system and governance capacity.
( 6) Typologies of Comparative Welfare Regimes: Its Origins and Development

The welfare regime is not only considered as an outcome of national or regional socio — economic develop—
ment but also as a significant feature of social progress. The level composition and distribution of social wel—
fare is determined by the national political power pattern the redistributive model of economy and the ideolo—
gies in the society as well. The welfare states have changed profoundly in the era of globalization. However
the existing classification of the three welfare typologies in the capitalist countries can neither reflect the char—
acteristics of welfare regimes in the industrialized countries nor interpret the conceptions of welfare regimes in
the non — Western societies or developing nations. Therefore it is of significance to review and explore further
on the origins and development of comparative welfare regimes.
(7) Risk Distribution and Epistemic Justice: New Perspective of Understanding NIMBY Conflicts
Zhang Haizhu 129 »
The siting of “not in my backyard” ( NIMBY) facilities is a process of risk distribution and the injustice
of risk distribution is an important reason for NIMBY conflicts. The discussion of the justice principle of risk
distribution should not be limited to the existing paradigm of distribution justice but should include the “pro—
duction” of risk. Risk has the intrinsic attribute of knowledge construction and the essence of risk production
of NIMBY facilities is knowledge production. Thus the conflict between different subjects’ risk knowledge is
an important component of NIMBY conflicts. The principle of epistemic justice requires breaking the monopoly
power of scientific knowledge in the definition of risk and acknowledging the value of lay knowledge in risk def-
inition. On this basis it is necessary to construct a risk community based on recognition and tolerance to re—
alize the shared responsibility of risk and to improve the risk decision making through the cooperative produc—
tion of knowledge and finally to realize the construction of cooperative order in the risk society.
(8) On Penalty Foundation of Social Security and Penalty Function of Community Correction

The penalty function to promote the social security and maintain the social harmony and stability is to
strenthen the construction of the penalty function of community correction. The lack of penalty function causes
the deviation of penalty essence which needs the reconstruction of the legitimacy and rationality of penalty
function on community correction. The focus of legitimacy rebuilding is to turn to the legality justice and cour—
tesy of the penalty function on community correction; the key of rationality reconstruction is to accecerate the
process of legislation of community correction to rationalize the administration system and to improve the op—
erating mechanism of community correction.
(9) On “ World Order” and “ Hierarchical Structure Territory” in Ancient China

In the vast space of the East Asian the ancient China endeavored to build a “world order” that “the em—
peror of China is the ruler of all the people” and actively expanded outward to build the huge dynasty territo—
ry. Due to the limited military and administrative abilities the ancient China had to take the hierarchical gov—
ernance in the vast territory. In the area of direct control the county system was implemented in the border
area the harnessing system was implemented and in the farther area of other countries the vassal system was
implemented. Thus the hierarchical structure of direct control area — the harnessing area and the vassal area
was formed which has huge difference from the single territory of the modern national state. A history of China
is a history that the hierarchical structure territory was gradually transferred into the single territory through the
constant frontier development under the influence of “the emperor of China is the ruler all the people”. Ac—
companied by this process the pattern of pluralism and unity of Chinese civilization finally came into being.
The elastic space and flexible way of the hierarchical structure territory provides useful historical enlightenment
and solutions to various practical problems such as ethnic conflicts and religious antagonism prevalent in mod-
ern national states.
(10) Power Change of Local Government in Early Republic of China: Based on Transformation of
County Officers in Jiangsu Province Du Peihong <174 »
The Revolution of 1911 broke the orignial local order which brought the change of personnel in the coun—
ties. In Jiangsu Province early after the Revolution the county officers were still dominated by the old offi—
cials in the Qing Dynasty. However due to the weak central control and the development of local autonomy
the county officers were replaced by the local elites. By the time of the Second Revolution the situation
changed again. Due to the administrative centralization of central government the county officers of Jiangsu
Province were replaced by the officials who had passed the county officers’ examination from other provinces.
Thus the power structure change in the early Republic of China can be seen a bit.
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
